



Rodeo Bull Terms and Conditions of use 
The Rodeo Bull (plus attachments) is a high motion unit, it can create movement that the body is not normally subjected to. You may present yourself at risk to the possibility of sprains, bruising, broken limbs or physical incapacity.
The following items should not be taken onto the equipment by individuals:
Shoes, food or drinks, spectacles, keys, earings, or other sharp objects.
The following people should not use the rodeo bull:
Persons under 10 years of age, under 1.2m tall, or over 16 stone.
Pregnant Women.
Persons who are blind or have impaired vision.
Persons who are intoxicated either by alcohol or drugs.
Persons who suffer from heart conditions, high blood pressure, epilepsy, or have neck spinal injuries, or are recovering from surgery and/or recurring injury.
The rodeo bull should only be mounted once the safety inflatable surround is fully inflated.
Only one rider at a time is allowed on the rodeo bull.
Users must be able to mount the rodeo bull unaided.

Failure to follow the above rules will mean the operation will be stopped.
The rider will have no redress against Atomic Entertainment Ltd, the operators, the venue, or the hirer. 
Persons who use the rodeo bull do so at their own risk.
